2-Hour Delayed Opening for Students 

 
o On days that are called as:  2-Hour delayed opening for students, the School for Exceptional Studies Annex  

will begin school at 10:00 AM.  Breakfast will be served in the classroom.   
o For safety reasons, no children should be left at school prior to the 10:00 AM opening.   
o Special Education Students who are transported by Lawrence Public School buses will be picked up two hours 

later than they are picked up on regular school days.  (Example; If your child is picked up at 7:45 AM, he/she 
will be picked up at 9:45 AM.) 

o Parents are responsible to make arrangements for children who are transported by private/daycare buses. 
o During the normal school hours, ALL Off–site school school based enrichment programs, including field trips, 

will be cancelled.  
o Lawrence Public Schools will follow the regular dismissal schedule. After school programs will follow as 

scheduled. 

 
Early Dismissal for Students 

 
o On days that are called as:  Early dismissal for students, all afternoon activities and off-site enrichment 

programs are cancelled. 
o All students at the School for Exceptional Studies Annex will be dismissed at 12:30 PM. 
o Special Education Students who are transported by Lawrence Public Schools buses will be dismissed for the 

12:30 PM run.   Parents must be home beginning at 12:30 PM for their arrival or pick-up of walkers. 
o Parents are responsible to make arrangements for children who are transported by private/daycare buses.
